Present the key findings. Include key statistical data or other analytics that support your results.

Discussion
Interpret the results and explain their relevance and implications.

Conclusion
Summarize the findings and suggest future research avenues.

References
List the sources you cited in the extended abstract. 

Figures and Tables (optional)
Include supporting visuals to illustrate the findings.
