The use of abbreviations and citations/references is not permitted in the Abstract.
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This section introduces the reader to the topic of the paper. It must highlight the relevance of the chosen research topic and reveal the author's approach. 
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Papers must have between 4,000 and 5,000 words in length, including the abstract, figures, references, and appendices. Before submitting your paper, please ensure that it does not contain typographical errors or grammatical errors. If English is not your first language, please have your paper proofread by a native English speaker. Note that the paper may be rejected due to language issues. 

The main body of the text should be written with the font Calibri, 10 point, single-spaced and justified. Use normal capitalization in the text and italics to highlight certain aspects. All headings should use initial capitals only, except for the use of Acronyms. Do not use multiple columns. Do not include bullet lists or numbered lists. We recommend not using more than two levels of headings (headings and subheadings) and not numbering them.

Please keep the page size as it is in the current template (B5), as well as the present margins. Please do not insert other headers, footers, or page numbers; do not use paragraph indents or tags. Do not refer to page numbers in your text, as these will be changed. 

Literature review 

In this section, the author provides the theoretical background, explaining the state of the art in the field. Significant and recent sources must be cited, and working definitions of the main concepts used in the paper shall be provided. The literature review helps the author reveal the research gap and advance a new perspective or model.

Methodology 

This section introduces the research method used by the author. The author needs to state the research objectives and hypotheses, the research instruments used, who the respondents were, or which corpus they studied, and explain why they chose those respondents or that corpus. Further, this section shall specify the period during which the study was conducted, explain how the data was gathered, and indicate which software programs were used to process the data (if applicable).

Results and discussion 

The main findings of the research endeavor shall be presented in this section. Refer to the research objectives and research hypotheses. Show how the hypotheses were validated or invalidated. Use visual representations of data whenever possible (i.e. tables, graphical illustrations). Compare your results to the results presented by other authors in the field. Underline similarities and differences, and explain the possible reasons behind them. If the paper presents a theoretical model or theory, show how the new conceptual contribution may be applied and what differentiates it from extant theories and models.
